Introduction

A solo figure standing at the edge of the proscenium stage, silently morphs from one
pose to the next. Iconic and mundane images emerge in a dramaturgy that exposes
a nuanced embodiment of what it means to sustain a place, a pose, a representation.
Maria Hassabi merges the strength and vulnerability of being on stage - being
uncovered. She frames her signature style of stillness, slowness and aesthetic
precision, and invites her audience to awaken their own references to a parade of
images as they unfold.

Maria Hassabi is a Greek Cypriot American choreographer,
performer and visual artist. Since the early 2000s she has
carved a unique artistic practice based on the relationship
between the live body, the still image, and the sculptural
object. Her works reflect on concepts of time and the
human figure, while employing a variety of media to
emphasize the complexity of formal organization.
